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Equipment Demonstration Safety Regulations 

ELRIG–Conferences & Exhibitions

Although the safety record within ELRIG exhibit halls is free of any serious accidents or injuries, there is always a possibility of injury when dealing with industrial equipment, and this possibility should be carefully considered before planning any demonstration involving moving parts. 

In the interest of safety, the ELRIG board requires all exhibitors displaying equipment (and especially robots) in their booth to maintain safe equipment displays and demonstrations in accordance with the following rules :

1. All demonstrations involving any moving and potentially hazardous robots, machines, displays, materials or parts, or machines posing a hazard and/or bio-hazard must be contained within a “hazard zone” as specified within this document, to prevent bystanders from accidental injury.

2. There are two major categories of risk:

a. low risk, e.g. dispensers

b. high risk, e.g. robots

3. A “Hazard Zone” is defined as a safe area of reasonable size providing a reasonable impediment and/or space between bystanders and any moving and potentially hazardous parts. The safe area will be protected from user ingress in one of the following ways:

a. low risk : physical distance to prevent user access to moving parts

b. high risk : physical or electronic barrier to prevent all user access to moving parts 

4. Exhibitors shall provide a “hazard zone” containing the overall work envelope of all equipment in motion. The “overall work envelope” is defined as the area within the maximum reach of all the equipment’s moving components, regardless of the intended programmed actions or motion. Moving components include arms, frame, hoses, wires or any other portion of the robot that are not fixed and/or posses the ability to move.

5. Exhibitors should plan for adequate viewing of all demonstrations from within their exhibit area. All equipment and the “hazard zone” should be encompassed within the booth and free-flow of delegates in the aisles and around the booth should not be impeded.

6. Robot equipment demonstrations that involve moving parts or pieces that are not permanently fixed in the robot’s grippers or tool/parts holder(s) must be encompassed within a “hazard zone” that is sufficient to prevent those moving parts or pieces from striking bystanders if accidentally released during presentation or malfunction.

7. Demonstrations must always be supervised by a representative of the manufacturer who can easily intervene to stop the demonstration in case of an emergency; i.e. have ready access to an emergency stop button.

8. NO hazardous chemicals or biologicals of any sort may be used in on-booth demonstrations.

9. Electrical safety of all equipment and cabling from the point of delivery of the booth power supply, is the responsibility of the exhibitor.

10. The responsibility for Health and Safety of the exhibition booth and all equipment contained therein lies with the individual Exhibitor. Therefore Exhibitors must carry their own insurance against personal injury and property damage in conjunction with their exhibits. 

ELRIG exhibit management will tour the floor to verify compliance with the above.  Any exhibitor causing concern will be asked to modify their exhibit to comply. If compliance cannot be achieved, a power-off, static display of the equipment may be considered. Ultimately, the ELRIG board reserve the right to insist on removal of the subject exhibit.
